(Matthias Schoenaerts) when iconoclast
record producer and old flame Harry
(Ralph Fiennes) unexpectedly arrives
with his daughter Penelope (Dakota
Johnson) and interrupts their holiday,
bringing with him an A-bomb blast of
nostalgia from which there can be no
rescue.
